New environmental equip-
ment means slight increase in
electricity bills

If the Florida Public Service Commission ap-
proves Gulf Power’s request, customers will see a 1.5
percent increase on their electric bill in Jan. 2010 as
compared to Jan. 2009.

This increase, offset by lower fuel and pur-
chased power costs during the year, is due primarily
to new environmental equipment at Plant Crist, lo-
cated just north of Pensacola. The state-of-the art
“scrubber” technology will reduce emissions upward
of 90 percent.

Beginning Dec. 2009, the scrubber system —
Gulf Power’s most significant environmental project
— will be operational. This project will improve the
air and water quality along the Gulf Coast.

If approved, the bill from the average home
using 1000 kilowatt hours will increase to $126.18
compared to $124.10 at the beginning of 2009.
